A step forward for cleaner roads

In November, Avis, the largest rent-a-car in Romania with Petrom developed a "clean roads' campaign,

which gives the driver the car special waste baskets(Carbags).

Petrom's 100 stations in the whole country, 100.000 garbage baskets (Carbags) were distributed to the
drivers who filled at least 30 liters of fuel. In less than two weeks after the launch, half of Petrom
stations included in the program have already exhausted the stock of garbage bags(Carbags) offered in
the promotion. A sign that the number of responsible drivers is increasing. Successful promotion of

Romania shows that drivers understand the need for such an accessory in the car.

100,000 bags offered by Avis and Petrom will keep the streets clean by about 250 cubic meters of
garbage. In addition, their hope to be noticed by other drivers, which was not accumulated in the car
